Ideas and Suggestions on using the JackerJig

The Jackerdig is located with the Square Tube Fiaoven and the 4 Plates Up. The Rear Cross
Member is on the Rear Wheel end and the Open gmairiged to the Front of the Bike.
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The JackerlJig is intended to have the JackerJiggs Rross member contact the Cross Member
on the Bike just forward of the Rear Wheel. Thetgd on the 2 legs of the Jacker Jig should rest

on the Lower Frame Tubes around the Peg/Floorbaraal

Depending on the Jack being used, some people aneyth place the Bike's wheels on blocks of
wood (ie 2x6’s) to provide extra ground clearanodar the Bike for the Jack and the JackerJig.
Whenever Lifting a Motorcycle, you should alwayider common safety practices and any
additional safety instructions provided by the Jadaufacturer. (2 People are always
recommended when lifting a Motorcycle with a Jack)

Finding the Balance Point of the Bike is essemttan using a Jack. You should only need to lift
the Bike a small amount to determine if the balaaaafe enough to continue lifting. If the
balance is off too much, carefully let the bike doawnd reposition the Jack under the JackerJig
and Bike and try again. Itis a good idea oncefymmithe Balance point of your Bike, to place
marks on your JackerJig so you will know whereleze the Jig on the Jack in the future.
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
